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Deactivating a Site

If a particular site is no longer used for Cisco parts, please follow the 
below steps to deactivate the site.

Let us assume we want to deactivate ’demo site A’. 

1. Click on the address tile for ‘demo site A’

2. Select the checkbox for ‘Deactivate the site’
3. Click on Save at the bottom of the screen
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Deactivating a Site – contd...

We will get a “Success” message for 
deactivation if there are no parts mapped to this 
site address.

We will get a “Error” message for deactivation if 
there are parts mapped to this site address.

Please Note: Sites cannot be deleted from the 
Site Address Screen once entered. They can 
only be deactivated.
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Deactivating a Site – contd...

Site BEFORE deactivation

(please notice the ‘Active’ status on top right of 
the tile)

Site AFTER deactivation

(please notice the blank status on top right of 
the tile)

You can always go back and deselect the 
‘deactivate the site’ checkbox and the site will 
regain back it’s Active status

The parts 
are now mapped to the current site 
and will now be seen on the right 
mapping grid as shown on the left

3 Map activities and sub-tiers to the parts

3a. Select the checkbox against the 
part for which you would like to add 
activities

3b. Select the “Add Activity” 
hyperlink as shown. A new window 
opens up with list of activities that 
you had entered for the site

3c. Click on the checkbox against 
the appropriate activities that the 
part needs to be mapped to. 

3d. Click on ”Save” and close the 
window. The activities are now 
added in the Mapping Grid against 
the parts as shown on the left. 

3e. Repeat for all parts

3h. Click on ”Save”. The sub tier site 
names are now added in the 
Mapping Grid against the parts as 
shown on the left. 

3i. Repeat for all parts

3f. Select the checkbox against the 
part for which you would like to add 
the sub tier

3g. Select the “Select Subtier” 
dropdown and choose the right sub-
tier for the part

3j. Activities can be removed from 
parts by unchecking the 
checkboxes against the activities. 
Subtiers can be removed from parts 
by selecting subtier dropdown and 
choosing “Select Subtier” option

DOWNLOAD TEMPLATE

As you can see the window presents 2 options:
1. Part-Site: Selecting this radio button and clicking on download results in a download 

of a csv file with list of all parts mapped to the current site
2. Part- Activity: Selecting this radio button and clicking on download results in a 

download of a csv file with list of parts along with activities associated to those parts

UPLOAD POPULATED TEMPLATE 

As you can see the window presents 2 options:
1. Part-Site: Selecting this radio button and clicking on upload lets you select your 

populated template with parts mapped to the current site
2. Part- Activity: Selecting this radio button and clicking on upload lets you select your 

populated template with activities mapped to the parts in the current site

The above uploads have to be sequential. First the part-site file has to be uploaded. 
And once the parts are mapped to the site, the part-activity file has to be uploaded.

2b. Click on Download. It will download a 
zipped folder containing  the file of Unmapped 
Parts. Extract the csv file and keep it handy.

2c. The file will look like the above. It will list out all MPNs which have 
not been mapped yet.
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2d. Select the Download button, 
Select the “Part-Site” radio button 
and click on download. Extract the 
csv file.

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2f. Open the ‘Unmapped MPNs’ file 
which you had downloaded in step 
2c

2g. Copy all MPNs which need to 
be mapped to the current site in the 
“MPN” column in the file which was 
downloaded in step 2e (”part-site” 
template).

2h. Copy the same site name for all 
rows which have MPNs

2i. If you would like to add sub tier 
site names, add the exact site name 
of the sub tier site that you had 
entered in the “Site Address” 
screen on slide 10. This field is 
optional

2j. Do not enter any data in the 
“Commodity Code” field.

2k. Enter “Y” in the “Remove Part” column if you would 
like to remove an existing part from the current site

2n. Once upload is succesfull, the message appears as 
shown here.

2l. Save the file with all changes

2m. Upload the file using the Upload button and select 
the “Part-Site” radio button as shown.

2o. If upload is not successful and some rows were 
rejected, the error message will appear as shown here. 
Clicking on the “Details” will show the exact error 
message as shown on the next page.

3 Map activities to the parts which we mapped in the previous step – USING DOWNLOAD AND UPLOAD

3a. Select the Download button, Select the 
“Part-Activity” radio button and click on 
download. Extract the csv file.

3b. The file will look like the image shown here 
We notice that the parts which we mapped in 
the previous step have no activities assigned to 
them.

3c. Add the activity names for the blank fields 
against the MPNs. If a MPN undergoes 
multiple activities, duplicate the MPN row and 
add the new activity against it

3d. Enter ”Y” against the MPN in the “Remove 
Activity “ column if you want to remove a 
particular activity that is already 
associated/entered previously for a MPN.

3g. Once upload is succesfull, the message appears as 
shown here.

3e. Save the file with all changes

3f. Upload the file using the Upload button and select the 
“Part-Activity” radio button as shown.

3h. If upload is not successful and some rows were 
rejected, the error message will appear as shown here. 
Clicking on the “Details” will show the exact error 
message as shown on the next page.
